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What is the aim of the ‘Investing in Communities’ fund?

The fund is aimed at supporting local charities and not-for-profit organisations who want to increase participation in sport and/or physical activity, run events, build capacity, improve access and/or improve the health prospects of the local community.

Who is eligible to apply?

· Any charity or not-for-profit organisation currently operating within the communities/regions that Mytime Active serves. 

· If you’re applying for a continuation grant, the application must be for a different facility, project and/or for new beneficiaries

· The fund will cover revenue costs aligned to increasing participation e.g. venue hire, equipment, training costs, delivery staff fees, marketing material etc.

We DON’T give grants…..

· For projects which promote religion

· To fund trips or projects abroad

· For medical treatment or research

· For bursaries, sponsored places, fees or equivalent

· To individuals

· To be passed on to other organisations, for example, PTA’s applying on behalf of schools

· To projects unable to start within 12 months of the grant award date

· For unspecified expenditure

· For organisational overheads or running costs which the organisation would incur whether the project was running or not.

Examples of what we will support

· Projects which encourage access and inclusion of participants with a disability

· Events to increase participation and encourage people to become more active

· Programmes that raise awareness and understanding of healthy lifestyles  

How much can you apply for?

Grants will be awarded up to the value of £1000

We encourage all applicants to provide some form of match or in-kind funding

How to apply

1. Plan your project carefully. Poor planning is a common reason why applications are not successful
2. Read our guidance notes to help make sure you only apply for things that we can fund

3. Use our electronic application form, or send us a hard copy to the address at the end of this section
What happens after we submit our application?
After you submit your application you will receive an email confirming that it has been received. We will carry out a basic check to make sure you have submitted all the information needed, if your organisation is eligible for our funding, and if you have applied for a project which we are able to fund.A decision about whether or not you will receive the funding will be made and you will be informed of the decision by email. 

A decision about whether or not to give you a grant will be made and you will be informed of the decision by email. You can find detailed information on when you can expect to hear a decision in the email confirming that we received your application.

Conditions of grant

· Signing the application form confirms that the applying charity/not-for-profit organisation agrees to complete the two page monitoring evaluation form 

· Successful applications will be asked to complete a simple monitoring and evaluation form at the end of the project confirming spend and outcomes

· Successful applications agree, within reason, to support Mytime Active with any PR opportunities related the scheme
· Organisations will require a registered bank account; grants cannot be paid to personal accounts

· If you are successful, the grant funding must be spent on the project outlined in your application

· Any funding must be used within one year of the grant being awarded
